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Introduction

One of the new features in Genuine Fractals 4.1 is the ability to create a batch process 
that will automatically scale a folder of images to the same size. This document will 
describe the steps you will need to go through to create a Photoshop Action using 
Genuine Fractals 4.1 or Genuine Fractals Print Pro 4.1 to scale an entire folder of im-
ages automatically.
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Step 1
If it is not already open, launch Photoshop and close any images or Photoshop �les 
that may already be open.

Step 2
Locate the Actions palette (typically docked with the 
History palette) and click on the New Action button. 
You will be asked to name your Action and as soon as 
you click on the Record button, Photoshop will start 
recording the actions you are about to perform.

Step 3
Go to the File menu and choose Open. Navigate to the 
folder that contains the images you wish to scale and 
select one of the images in this folder. Open the image 
and proceed to Step 4.

Step 4
Now that your image is open, go to the File > Automate menu and select Genuine 
Fractals.

Step 5
Within the Genuine Fractals user interface, choose a preset size or 
enter your desired dimensions and then make sure the check the 
option to Remember Settings. Then click the Apply button and the 
current image will be scaled and you will be returned back to the main 
Photoshop workspace.

Step 6
You could stop now, but in order to make a clean work�ow, we rec-
ommend you continue by going to the File menu and choosing Save 
As.

Select a folder you want to save your scaled images in. Select the �le 
format and then click Save.

Finally, close the image and 
then stop recording the action 

by clicking the Stop button in 
the Actions palette.
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Running the Action

Once you�ve followed the previous steps and recorded your Action, you can run it on 
any folder you wish. Just follow these steps.

Step 1
Go to the File menu and choose Automate > Batch.

Step 2
Choose the action that you just created from the pull-down menu.

Step 3
Choose a source folder that contains your images you want to scale. Be sure to check 
the option to Override Action Open commands. Click the OK button and the batch 
process will start.
